MINUTES OF OCTOBER 21, 2010

CALL TO ORDER: Trustee Michael Kasperski called the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Lemont Fire Protection District to order on October 21, 2010 at 3:04 PM. The meeting was conducted at 15900 New Avenue, Lemont, Illinois.

Trustee Kasperski led the Pledge of Allegiance.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Trustee Latz read the bill listing totaling $619,859.32. Trustee Latz made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOARD:  Trustee Bergmark commented on the Fire District’s attendance at Police Chief Shaughnessy mother’s wake.  Trustee Kasperski thanked everyone for changing the Board meeting times to accommodate his work schedule.   
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Churulo stated that because of the presentations today, the Deputy Chief and himself will skip their reports.  Instead,  the Board has been given written reports from the Chief and Deputy Chief to review at their convenience.  
Trustee Latz asked if the Chief had heard anything on the Davey Road rental yet.  The Chief stated that they have been given an RFP for the build out and they will be getting back to him.

OLD BUSINESS:  None     
NEW BUSINESS:   Recording Secretary Clark informed the Board that in their packet was a proposal from VFIS/Ideal for our 2010/2011 general liability and property insurance  in the amount of $85,060.00.    Mr. Bill Wahl, McClure and Associates, presented their proposal for our 2010/2011 workman compensation insurance in the amount of $285,000.00.  Mr. Tom English, BF & S Insurance, presented a proposal from ESIP for our general liability and property insurance in the amount of $52,913.00  and a proposal from IPRF for our workman compensation insurance in the amount of $220,910.00.  A discussion followed.  A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to renew our General Liability and Property Insurance with ESIP for $52,913.00, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Trustee Latz to renew our worker compensation policy with Illinois Public Risk Fund (IPRF) for $220,910.00, seconded by Trustee Cobbett.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.
Battalion Chief Slivinski presented the Engine Committee’s recommendation.  Battalion Chief Slivinski thanked the rest of the committee; Lt. Bettenhausen, Lt. Peksa, Lt. Banaszek and Mechanic Smollen, all of whom were present, for their 250 plus hours that they put into researching this purchase.  Battalion Chief Slivinski stated that they reached out to five vendors for selections and presentations; Crimson, Alexis, Pierce, Ferrara and Rosenbauer.  All but Rosenbauer submitted bids.  Battalion Chief Slivinski explained that the Crimson and Alexis bids did not comply with all of the requirements/specifications set by the committee.  Battalion Chief Slivinski stated that the committee is recommending the bid submitted by Ferrara for a MVP Pumper Rescue mounted on an Igniter chassis.  A discussion followed.   Trustee Kasperski stated that he had to leave, due to work, but thanked the committee for all of their hard work. A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to approve the purchase of a MVP Pumper Rescue through Ferrara at a cost of $509,293.00, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.

At 4:16, Trustee Kasperski excused himself and left the meeting.

A discussion continued regarding the 100% pre-payment discount that Ferrara was offering of 3% off the bid price ($15,279.00)making the total price for the MVP Pumper Rescue $494,014.00.  Trustee Latz requested that the committee go back to Ferrara and see what kind of discount they would offer with a 90% pre-payment and 10% payment upon delivery.      
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Trustee Latz reminded everyone that November’s Board meeting has been changed to November 11, 2010 at 7:00 PM.  Chief Churulo inquired if the Board would like to have a workshop on our fiscal year 2011 budget.  By mutual consent, a special meeting was set to review the fiscal year 2011 Budget on Saturday, November 6, 2010 at 9:00 AM.
