MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 16, 2010
REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

CALL TO ORDER: Trustee Michael Kasperski called the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Lemont Fire Protection District to order on September 16, 2010 at 3:05 PM. The meeting was conducted at 15900 New Avenue, Lemont, Illinois.

Trustee Kasperski led the Pledge of Allegiance.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Trustee Latz read the bill listing totaling $590,550.13. Trustee Latz made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Motion carried.  Absent from the vote; Trustee Cobbett. 
FINANCIAL REPORTS:  None
Trustee Cobbett arrived at 3:11 PM.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOARD:  Trustee Kasperski thanked the rest of the Board and Administration for changing the times of our regular meetings to 3:00 PM for September and October to accommodate his temporary work schedule during those months.   Trustee Rimbo reminded the Fire District members and Trustee’s about the IED training session held by the DHS at Citgo on September 22, 2010. Chief Churulo stated that he was at Citgo today to attend a ribbon cutting on their ultra low sulfur diesel operating unit.  Chief Churulo stated that the CEO/President, from Houston, of Citgo gave a speech on the new unit.  Recording Secretary Clark inquired if the Trustees wanted to appoint a Deputy Local Election Official for the Consolidated Election on April 5, 2011.  By mutual consent, the Trustees appointed Executive Assistant Carla Clark as the Deputy Local Election Official.   
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Churulo updated the Board on the activities of the District since the last meeting, including Fire Prevention Bureau, outside meetings, apparatus, communications, administrative meetings, drills and community projects attended by personnel.
Deputy Chief Nickleski reported on the operations of the District since the last meeting.  Deputy Chief Nickleski stated that we have had an increase of 11.28 % in calls for August.  He updated the Board on the communications, vehicle maintenance and station projects.
ATTORNEY REPORT:  Attorney Gilbert informed the Board that T-Mobil and Unison are working together to create language so that the Fire District maintains their usage of the cell tower at Station 2. 
OLD BUSINESS:  Recording Secretary Clark presented a $1,300,000.00 Build America Bond proposal,  submitted by BMO Capital Markets and a $1,300,000.00 regular loan proposal ,submitted by Municipal Funding.  She stated that BMO Capital does not do regular loans, only Fire Protection Notes and Municipal Funding stated that BMO Capital would give us the best rate on Notes, so it would not be worth their time to submit a proposal.  She also requested both proposals from Chase, they did not submit either.  A discussion took place.  The Board directed Recording Secretary Clark to get together with Mr. Eric Anderson of BMO Capital Markets to prepare a Bond Ordinance for approval at their October regular meeting.     
NEW BUSINESS:   Recording Secretary presented quotes for waste hauling services from Waste Management and Groot.  A discussion took place.  A motion was made by Trustee Kasperski to approve the proposals submitted by Groot to handle the waste hauling services for the District, seconded by Trustee Bergmark.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes. Trustee Latz, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Motion carried.
Recording Secretary presented a proposal for an employee assistance program for the Lemont Fire District, to be effective January 1, 2011, from Employee Resource Systems, Inc.  A discussion took place on the program. A motion was made by Trustee Rimbo to use Employee Resource Systems as the District’s employee assistance program for a yearly cost of $2,520.00 beginning January 1, 2011, seconded by Trustee Latz.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, no.  Trustee Cobbett, no. Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.
