COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOARD:  Trustee Kasperski commented on the St. Baldrick’s event that the Firefighters participated in last Friday.  He stated that they raised, as a team, over $15,000.00.  He congratulated them on a job well done. 
Trustee Bergmark reported that the Pension Board has completed a hearing and now deliberations will begin.  He also stated that the Pension Board is exploring investment options.  
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Churulo updated the Board on the activities of the District since the last meeting, including Fire Prevention Bureau, outside meetings, apparatus, communications, administrative meetings, drills and community projects attended by personnel.

Chief Churulo stated that he has delegated some of the goals that were discussed and that we will have a special meeting this summer to review the information.  He also stated that he and Deputy Nickleski  met with the Village Administrator and the Assistant Village Administrator to discuss merging dispatch services with the Police Department.  Discussions on having the mechanic working out of the Village’s garage will take place in the near future.
Deputy Chief Nickleski commented on his monthly reports that were sent to the Board this month and asked if they had any questions.  Deputy Chief Nickleski updated the Board on the 125th Anniversary Committee’s plans to date.
Battalion Chief Slivinski discussed his goals and objectives for Red shift.  He presented a brief powerpoint presentation outlining the duties of his Lieutenants, his future plans for the Dive Team as well as the shifts goals for the year.      
ATTORNEY REPORT:  Attorney Gilbert briefly discussed some of the new Pension Law rumors that are out there.  He stated that bills are pending that would change the Pension laws, but that they are a long way from adoption.
