COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOARD:  Trustee Bergmark commented on his attendance at the 14th annual Fire Service Legislative Day in Springfield on April 13, 2011. 
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Churulo updated the Board on the activities of the District since the last meeting, including Fire Prevention Bureau, outside meetings, apparatus, communications, administrative meetings, drills and community projects attended by personnel.
Chief Churulo updated the Board on sharing dispatch services with the Village of Lemont.  He stated that the Village of Lemont is seeking to hire an outside company, PSAP Concepts and Solutions, to do a study in the amount of $21,000.00.  The Village Manager is requesting that the Fire District share in the cost of the study.  Chief Churulo stated that he will meet with the Village Manager to see what percent of the study they are looking for the Fire District to cover and bring that back to the Board.

Chief Churulo updated the Board on the remodel project at Station 1.  He stated that he has been working with Mr. Kelly King and Mr. Simon Batistich on the drawings.  The drawings are complete and copies will be given to the Village for review by TPI and our Fire Prevention Bureau.  Once the Village approves, the process should happen soon after that.  

Deputy Chief Nickleski commented on his monthly reports that were sent to the Board this month and asked if they had any questions.  Deputy Chief Nickleski reported that there is an 18.1% increase in calls over March 2010. 
Reports from Battalion Chief George Rimbo and EMS Director Al Bengtsson were postponed until the May 19, 2011, meeting.      
ATTORNEY REPORT:  Attorney Gilbert stated that since last meeting he has prepared a Construction Manager’s Agreement for Mr. Kelly King.  The agreement is currently being reviewed by Mr. King’s attorney.
