MINUTES OF MAY 19, 2011
REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

CALL TO ORDER: Trustee Michael Kasperski called the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Lemont Fire Protection District to order on May 19, 2011 at 7:00 PM. The meeting was conducted at 15900 New Avenue, Lemont, Illinois.

Trustee Kasperski led the Pledge of Allegiance.

OTHERS PRESENT: Chief Carl Churulo, Deputy Chief Jay Nickleski, Attorney Tom Gilbert and Administrative Assistant Joyce Stanislawski.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to approve the agenda, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.
SPECIAL PRESENTATION:  Abby Beranek, a 7 year old Girl Scout Daisy, had just gone through Jeff Hawthorne’s station tour on fire safety two days before a real fire broke out in her home.  Using the training she learned she remained calmed and assisted her family out of the house and to safety.  Jeff Hawthorne read her story from a Congressional Proclamation that Congresswoman Judy Biggert wrote and had placed into the minutes of the United States Congress.   He then presented the proclamation to Ms. Beranek.   Fire Marshal Larry Matkaitis presented an award for bravery to Ms. Beranek and thanked her for her courage.  President Michael Kasperski presented a certificate from the Lemont Fire District to Ms. Beranek.  Mayor Brian Reaves presented Ms. Beranek with a local hero’s award from the Village of Lemont. Chief Churulo presented her with a $25.00 certificate that was donated by Pancake Café. 
SWEARING IN CEREMONY:  Administrative Assistant Stanislawski read the following; I have received word from the Board of Elections of Will, DuPage and Cook Counties certifying the election results of Victoria Cobbett and Michael Kasperski.  A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to accept the certification of the election results, seconded by Trustee Rimbo.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.

Trustee Bergmark administered the oath of office of Trustee to Mrs. Victoria Cobbett and Mr.  Michael Kasperski.  Both were elected to a 6-year term on April 5, 2011.  Congratulations were given by all.  
ELECTION OF OFFICERS:  Trustee Bergmark entertained any motions from the Board with respect to the slate of officers of the Lemont Fire Protection District Board of Trustees for the upcoming term of 2 years.  A motion was made by Trustee Kasperski to nominate Trustee Rick Rimbo as President, seconded by Trustee Cobbett.  There were no other nominations for President.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.  With 5 yes votes, Trustee Rimbo is elected President of the Board of Trustees, effective May 19, 2011.   

A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to nominate Trustee Victoria Cobbett as Secretary, seconded by Trustee Kasperski.  There were no other nominations for Secretary.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.  With 5 yes votes, Trustee Cobbett is elected Secretary of the Board of Trustees, effective May 19, 2011.

A motion was made by Trustee Kasperski to nominate Trustee Keith Latz as Treasurer, seconded by Trustee Cobbett.  There were no other nominations for Treasurer.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.  Motion carried.  With 5 yes votes, Trustee Latz is elected Treasurer of the Board of Trustees, effective May 19, 2011.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Trustee Latz read the bill listing totaling $611,695.11.   Trustee Latz made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented, seconded by Trustee Cobbett.    Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes. Trustee Latz, yes.   Motion carried.      
FINANCIAL REPORTS:  None  
COMMUNICATIONS FROM THE BOARD:  None 
CHIEF’S REPORT:  Chief Churulo updated the Board on the activities of the District since the last meeting, including Fire Prevention Bureau, outside meetings, apparatus, communications, administrative meetings, drills and community projects attended by personnel.
Chief Churulo stated that EMS Director Al Bengtsson was awarded the William E. McConnell award by Silver Cross EMS System at their appreciation luncheon held Monday, June 16th.
Chief Churulo informed the Board that Senator Christine Radogno sent the District a Senate Recognition from the Illinois State Senate of the 97th General Assembly of the State of Illinois acknowledging the Lemont Fire District in recognition of their 125th Anniversary, celebrating serving the community from 1886 -2011 and extending their congratulations and best wishes. 

Deputy Chief Nickleski commented on his monthly reports that were sent to the Board this month and asked if they had any questions.  Deputy Chief Nickleski reported that our new ambulance is due to be completed by May 31st with a delivery date expected the 1st or 2nd week of June.
EMS Director Al Bengtsson presented a power point on his goals and objectives for EMS.  The following topics were discussed; the 12 -lead EKG program, emergency preparedness, EMS training, GAN conferencing and Division goals.

Battalion Chief George Rimbo discussed his goals and objectives for Training and Safety.  The following topics were discussed; quality of training, safety training, creation of a new website, as well as a demonstration of the site, MABAS training, providing a better level of Officer training.  Battalion Chief Rimbo stated that he has achieved his Fire Department Safety Officer certification.
ATTORNEY REPORT:  Attorney Gilbert discussed the payment option in Mr. King’s contract.  He stated that Mr. King is to receive 4.75% of all bids for the project.  He stated that he will receive his payment in the following manner:  30% - after all contracts have been signed by approved vendors; 60% - after substantial work has been completed (temporary occupancy); and 10% - upon final occupancy.  The Board mutually agreed to the above.

Mr. Kelly King updated the Board on the Station 1 remodel project stating that we are currently in the comment stage with TPI and the Lemont Building Department.  We are currently receiving bids while we wait for the permits.  Mr. King stated that we received (3) proposals to replace the overhead doors and is recommending Wunderlich Doors.  A motion was made by Trustee Bergmark to approve the proposal submitted by Wunderlich Doors in the amount of $25,424.26, seconded by Trustee Kasperski.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.   Motion carried.
Mr. King stated that we received (3) proposals on the replacement of the roof and is recommending Excell.  A motion was made by Trustee Kasperski to approve the proposal submitted by Excell in the amount of $76,500.00.  Roll Call:  Trustee Kasperski, yes.  Trustee Cobbett, yes.  Trustee Bergmark, yes.  Trustee Rimbo, yes.  Trustee Latz, yes.   Motion carried.
CLOSED SESSION:  None
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mr. Richard Cloutier of Lemont commended the District for a tremendous job the paramedics did while transporting him to Good Sam for what he believed was heartburn.  Mr. Cloutier stated that he required open heart surgery just two hours after arriving at the hospital.
