Cameras, servers, and mounting hardware must be included and neatly installed
with proper cable management.
All wiring must be:

o Run above the ceiling, in the walls, or through existing pipe runs unless

approved by the District.

o Cat6a or higher, and not copper clad aluminum (CCA)
All installation components must be included, including:

o Weatherproof enclosures, sealing materials, cable glands, and conduit.
